Unfortunately, due to the overwhelming interest in the Career Advance Colorado program, the funding
is set to run out faster than anticipated. The Financial Aid office at FRCC is anticipating that it will run
out of funds for the Early Childhood Education program during the Fall 2024 semester. Simultaneously,
we have learned that the ECE 1011/1031 Stipend and ECE Scholarship will be ending. All of these funds,
which were provided by the state of Colorado, are not slated to be renewed in the foreseeable future.

We understand that this will create a barrier for many students who were relying on Career Advance
funds to complete their certificate or degree. Below is a list of additional funding options, depending on
your eligibility, that we hope can support you as you start and finish your goals.

Additional Funding Options

FRCC Foundation Scholarship

Scholarships range from $1,000 - $5,000 for full-time students, and $500 - $1,000 for part-time students.
Applying for the Foundation Scholarship also submits your information for eligibility to earn
scholarships through some local early childhood councils and community opportunity grants.

TEACH Colorado — Scholarships for early childhood educators.

Scholarship Database — Explore the scholarship database organized by TEACH Colorado to see a
comprehensive list of funding available for early childhood educators.

Larimer County Workforce Training Grant — Funding is available for Larimer County residents who are
experiencing financial hardship. Up to $3,000 grants available per student. ECE
Certificate/Degree must be completed within 12 months.

T.E.A.C.H. Early Childhood Colorado — Scholarships to support early childhood educators currently
working in the field.

Federal TEACH Grant — Awards scholarship to teachers who commit to teaching service requirements.

Loan Forgiveness — Funding is available to support loan forgiveness for eligible ECE students.

Early Childhood Educator Income Tax Credit — A tax credit is available for early childhood educators
holding a current PDIS credential level.

Rural R.U.N. Scholarship Program — Students who live in an area covered by the Rural Workforce
Consortium are eligible for funding and career counseling.

Colorado Opportunity Scholarship Initiative (COSI) — Funding and academic support.

TRIO Programs — Support for students who are from limited income, first generation college students, or
students who have a documented disability through FRCC’s TRIO program.

High School Concurrent Enrollment Scholarship — Students transitioning from high school to college and
intending to enter the ECE field are eligible for funding, counseling, career support, and
additional compensation after high school.

Finish What You Started — Provides funding for students returning to school after a break.

Women Give Scholarships — Provides support for single mothers pursuing postsecondary education.
